LONG TERM INTEGRATED PROJECTS THAT

TRANSFORM VILLAGES.  
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KIDS FOR KIDS is the only organization created to help the children of Darfur who are living in remote villages, who face indescribable hardship and deprivation, out of sight of the world’s media.  KIDS FOR KIDS was established in 2001 – before the conflict erupted - to provide long term, self-sustainable projects, identified, and run, by communities themselves.  

Our aim is sustainable development that strengthens communities through the provision of a package of interrelated projects, including the provision of animals and animal welfare, health projects including midwifery and first aid, livelihood programmes, agricultural training and, for the long term, an extensive and innovative tree planting programme supported by school children.

PROJECT REPORT: 2008
KIDS FOR KIDS help reached a further 23,385 people living in 4,000 households in 10 communities during 2008 - whilst continuing to provide support to the existing 31 KIDS FOR KIDS villages - bringing the total number of people assisted to around 165,000.  The strengthening of these communities is enabling people to return home – and to stay there, despite ongoing insecurity and intermittent violence.  We work closely with local government and the communities themselves to ensure sustainability despite the remoteness of the villages.
During 2008 KIDS FOR KIDS projects included:
· an innovative programme to teach Animal Husbandry in the villages to transform animal care 
· 2,200 goats as loans to 415 families during this year alone

· funded 10 new handpumps and repairs to a further 30 handpumps
· 3,500 blankets and 2,212 mosquito nets have been distributed to 1,500 of the poorest households in 30 villages

· we provided 415 donkeys to the poorest families

· 20 paravets trained and veterinary drugs provided for each new village

· 12 new village midwives 
· funded a new KIDS FOR KIDS Dormitory for 40 Village Midwives

· funded and maintained the tree nursery in El Fasher and established a demonstration garden 
· 80,000 tree seedlings have been planted in villages. Each village has a Forester who is organising the watering of these young plants with the help of school children.

· 2 donkey drawn Water carts  delivered to Majdoub A to help with the watering of  3,500 young trees and to provide water for the school
· Life saving medical equipment to the rural hospital at Mellit
· Finally - we have enabled the training of Village Development Committees and Animal Loan Committees to make sure villagers can run the projects themselves
