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LIFE BEYOND THE CAMPS IN DARFUR – Out of sight of the world’s media, ordinary families have been struggling to survive in remote villages.  Whilst the only news coming out of Darfur for the past 4 years, has been from the many camps to which people have fled  – there are still 3 ½ million people trying to maintain their lives in small villages all over Darfur.

KIDS FOR KIDS, the British charity created specially to help improve the lives of children living in these villages before the violence, has managed to continue to help families throughout the conflict.   By providing a number of integrated initiatives: a handpump, a donkey, some goats, training a village midwife & first aid worker, providing veterinary care, and, most important, training the community to run the projects themselves - they are strengthening the villages and enabling families not only to stay in their homes but also encouraging families to return.  “It is not only violence that has caused people to leave” said Patricia “it is the inability to cope with ever increasing hardship which has also forced them to go”.
Trustees Patricia Parker MBE and Alastair King-Smith were able to visit 6 KIDS FOR KIDS’ villages and see for themselves how the simple loan of 6 goats transforms the lives of families, enabling the children to have milk – often for the first time – and providing a small livelihood.  “People told us that even the small amount of money they get from selling goat’s milk enables them to make choices – between, say buying soap, or tomatoes.  One mother told me we had given her husband back to her!” said Patricia “every year he had to leave his family for several months because he was another mouth to feed.  Now, because of our kids, he is permanently home with his children.”     
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KIDS FOR KIDS is dedicated to providing long term help through sustainable projects, run by the communities themselves – and nothing illustrates this more than the “Community Forest” at Majdoub A where villagers are looking after 3,500 tree seedlings – 14 different species of drought resistant trees -  despite the nearest water being 15 miles away.  “Amongst the items for which I wrote a cheque out today were 2 donkey drawn water carts for Majdoub A – the first they have ever had.  I also paid for 1,500 blankets, 750 mosquito nets, 190,000 new tree seedlings in the main nursery in El Fasher and 1,240 goats for 206 families!”
