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KIDS FOR KIDS VILLAGE PRAISED BY
US SPECIAL ENVOY TO SUDAN

Major General Scott Gration, the US Special Envoy to Sudan visited MAJDOUB A, a village in North Darfur where he presented the community with a medal for Excellence in Agriculture for their Community Forest.

This forest is just one of the many initiatives funded by the British charity KIDS FOR KIDS which has been providing an integrated programme of  long term self sustainable projects for the past 10 years to communities who have been struggling to stay in their homes despite the conflict.  

In his blog General Scott Gration says:

"I visited a government-run tree nursery that grows 90-95 percent of North Darfur's tree seedlings as well as a small-scale private tree nursery where a former teacher has started her own business. I also spent time in a village where NGOs are implementing projects to support a community forest, goat restocking, para-veterinarians and animal midwives, terracing techniques, and water reservoir management."    
KIDS FOR KIDS has been supporting the main tree nursery in El Fasher since renovating it four years ago.   In addition to the existing 51 KIDS FOR KIDS villages where our projects have transforming the lives of the children - handpumps, goat loans, donkeys, veterinary care, midwives and first aid workers - we are adopting three more villages this year, Kheirban B, Abu Neylah and Tikailat.  In our villages the children have blankets and mosquito nets - malaria is still the biggest killer in Darfur - and this year villagers have asked us to include Tops for Toddlers - a scheme which will give two warm jumpers to the youngest children in each of the poorest families.  At the same time we will teach their mothers to knit so that they can have a small livelihood and benefit the community.   2009/2010 has been a year of severe drought.    Children who are malnourished succumb to chest infections very easily.  Our blankets and jumpers will prevent many illnesses, and indeed save children's lives.
KIDS FOR KIDS has established its own office in Darfur this year and is seeking help to adopt more villages in the coming months and to fund 50,000 more drought resistant trees for three more community forests.   
"We have been showing that by giving families the help they say they need, we are not only having an immediate effect on the health of children, but our long term projects, such as our Community Forests and provision of clean water, has long term benefits for everyone"   said Founder Chairman Patricia Parker MBE.
