
Please join us to celebrate 10 years of continued achievements during March 2011

KIDS FOR KIDS is the only organization created to help the children of Darfur who are living in remote villages, and who face indescribable hardship and deprivation, out of sight of the world’s media.  KIDS FOR KIDS was established in 2001 – before the conflict erupted - to provide long term, self-sustainable projects, identified, and run, by communities themselves in North Darfur.  

Our aim is sustainable development that strengthens communities through the provision of a package of interrelated projects, including the provision of animals and animal welfare, health projects including midwifery and first aid, livelihood programmes, agricultural training and, for the long term, an extensive and innovative tree planting programme supported by school children.  These are all things that the people themselves say have the most impact on their lives.

There are 51 fully supported Kids for Kids villages which it continues to support - bringing the total number of people assisted, to over 250,000. And now with the partnership with El Fashir Rural Development Network, Voluntary Network for Assistance and Rural Development and Women's Network for Rural Development, Kids for Kids is extending its help to 3 additional villages bringing the total to 54 villages. We know the name of every single beneficiary so that nothing goes astray. The strengthening of these communities is enabling people to return home – and to stay there, despite ongoing insecurity and intermittent violence.  Families are moving from the camps to our villages because they believe "they have a chance".
During these 10 years of hard work and dedication the following was achieved:
 
2001 - 2010
Population living in 339 villages and sub villages received the following training and services:
Training: 29 Village Development Committees, 39 Animal Loan Committees and Animal Husbandry Training to 5,021 people
95 Paravet and currently a training course is being extended to 11 Paravets with the total value of SDG 15,983.
4 Community Health Workers
66 First Aid Workers and an additional 40 first aid workers are currently under training
70 Midwives with value reaching SDG 700,000
28 Village Extension Agents
2,287 families have received our goats with the total 13,704 goats provided to the above
7,221 goats rotated to further families
The stock market value is over SDG 2,300,750
51,300 Trees planted
3 Tree Nurseries
3 Community Forests and now an agreement with the Forests National Corporation- North Darfur State was signed to provide 20,000 seedlings in 2 further communities forests for the amount of SDG 36,887.
2,126 donkeys and the market value of the stock SDG 532,000.
4,483 blankets
3,308 mosquito nets
40 solar lanterns (a further 100 waiting to be distributed) 
Plus the farming inputs - ploughs, seeds etc
55 hand pumps and now through ElSugya Charity Organization an agreement was signed for the installation of 10 hand pumps for the total cost of 230,000 SDG bringing the total amounts spent for hand pumps to over SDG 1,272,800
32 repairs to hand pumps and now through ElSugya an agreement was signed for 30 hand pumps repairs who agreed to contribute the amount of 60,000 SDG for the repairs.
Rehabilitation of Main Tree Nursery in El Fasher and further improvements to main Tree Nursery in El Fasher including shade for seedlings is under way this year.
Construction of Midwives Training School for 40 midwives - El Fasher and plans to build one in the Mallit area is under consideration.
Direct project expenditure has risen from 30,000 BP sterling in our first year to 2010/2011 when we anticipate spending in the region of 350,000 BP sterling directly on projects which is more than ten fold.
